The BT IPstream Service has two charging options; a standard charging option (`Standard Charging') or a capacity charging option (`Capacity Charging'). By default, Standard Charging will apply. A Customer may opt for either Capacity Charging or Standard Charging in accordance with the ordering process described in the Handbook relating to the BT IPstream Service. When a Customer opts into either charging option, it is not permissible to change to the other option within 3 months of the date the chosen charging option starts to apply.

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If a Customer has opted for Capacity Charging, then Capacity Charging prices will apply to all of the components of their BT IPstream Service. It is not permissible for a Customer to mix Capacity Charging and Standard Charging.

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If a Customer has opted for Standard Charging, then Standard Charging prices will apply to all of the components of their BT IPstream Service. It is not permissible for a Customer to mix Standard Charging and Capacity Charging.

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Re-grade Options To And From BT Central Plus

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A Customer re-grading from a BT Central in Bands A to D to a BT Central Plus during the minimum period of the BT Central will not have to pay BT any outstanding minimum period rental charges for the BT Central.

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A Customer re-grading from a BT Central in Band E to a BT Central Plus during the minimum period of the BT Central will incur a one off charge of the difference between the new annual rental of the BT Central Plus and old annual rental of the BT Central.
